Vacation Project


The children are studying the lives of George Washington and Abraham Lincoln in February. They are familiar with timelines, which note when someone was born and the important events in their life. The attached pictures will be used to create a timeline of George Washington’s life. Please utilize the top half of the long white paper provided.

 
On the bottom half of the white paper there is space for your child’s timeline. It is important to remember chronological order. It is most productive to first draw the line and then put in the dates, before illustrating or attaching photos.  Please spend time remembering and highlighting important events in your child’s life. Under each event, the student should write one sentence or phrase describing what the picture is and why it was included on their timeline. Some ideas include loss of first tooth, birth of a sibling; first day with a new pet…Your child can draw the pictures instead of searching for photos of these events.  These projects will be shared and then displayed in the hallway when the children return from vacation.
You may complete this project at any time prior to vacation.
